Extraction Fan/Air Mover

Instructions for Use

Pre-Start Checks and Safety

e Check EC tagis present and current

e  Check Electrical cord is defect/damage free

e Check for defects/damage to motor and the unit is clean

e Check fan blades are clear of debris

e Ensure environment is not corrosive or has a flammable risk.

e Make sure the unit is switched off before connecting to the power source

e Make sure the electrical extension leads are heavy duty and do not exceed 20m
in length

When Operating
o Keep immediate area in front and behind the fan clear
o  Keep ducting free of kinks or obstructions

Starting Procedure

e Setunitup in desired position to either extract or move air

e Connect ducting if using fan for extraction

e Check area near fan for debris or anything that could be sucked in and blown out
or cause damage.

e Connectto power and switch unit on

Stoppmg and After Use
Turn unit off before shifting or changing ducting. It is best to remove the ducting
before shifting the unit to avoid any damage

e  Wait for the fan blades to stop before shifting or removing and ducting

e Unplug unit and store securely, wipe clean of any dust or debris gathered.
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
